Private Pesticide Applicator Rules Changed for 2023

There were some recent revisions to the Indiana pesticide rules that affect applicators, particularly those
who apply Restricted Use Pesticides (RUPs). These revisions have been in process since 2018, and became a
part of the rules in January 2023.

One change involves record keeping. As previously required, all applicators (both private and commercial)
using RUPs and all commercial applicators using any pesticide at schools or golf courses or for termite
control must keep records of those applications for at least two years. The required record keeping items
remain largely unchanged, with the notable addition of a start and stop time for each application.

The biggest change, however, is that only fully certified applicators (private and commercial) are now
allowed to apply Restricted Use Pesticides (RUPs). The previous rule was that RUPs could be applied by
anyone who was supervised by a private or commercial fully licensed applicator.

Since the changes were announced, there have been several conversations with local farm families. In all
these cases, the father holds a Private Applicator's license, but the son has been doing most of the RUP
applications under the father's supervision, as was permitted by the old rules. Under the new rule, the son
would need to get his own license if the son is to continue to apply RUPs. Likewise, hired help will now be
required to be licensed if they have previously been doing RUP applications under the supervision of a
license holder.

So, how do you obtain a Private Applicator license? The most popular way to take the exam has been to
obtain the training manual for the CORE exam (PPP-13), study the manual at home, and then take the exam
at the Ivy Tech Community College in Evansville (other testing locations available at
https://tinyurl.com/5kb6898w or ph. 877-5633-2900). The test is administered by the Metro Institute, and
Ivy Tech merely provides the supervision during the exam.

To prepare for the exam, the study manual can be purchased for $40 plus shipping at
https://tinyurl.com/yrixswt5 or by calling 765-494-6794. Manuals are available in English and Spanish.
Once you receive a manual, go on-line to https://tinyurl.com/5yy5xayé or call 1-877-533-2900 to
schedule an appointment to take the exam. Leave a message and let them know when the best time is to
reach you. Everyone taking the exam must show a government-issued photo ID. Contact the Indiana State
Chemist at 756-494-1492 for alternative identification, if needed. A person is allowed three attempts to take

the exam in 12 months’ time. There is a $55 fee for use of facilities through Ivy Tech.

Spring Garden Calendar
April

Flowers, Vegetables, and Small Fruits

e Plant cool-season vegetables and flowers as soon as the ground has dried enough to work.

e Harden off transplants before planting outdoors by gradually exposing the young plants to outdoor conditions of
wind, brighter sunlight, and lower moisture.

« Plant or transplant asparagus, rhubarb, and small fruit plants such as strawberries and brambles. Divide rhubarb and
replant, if last year's planting produced seedstalks. Plant sections of certified, disease-free potato “seed” tubers.

e Remove winter mulch from strawberry beds as soon as new growth begins, but keep the mulch nearby to protect
against frost and freezes and to help keep weeds under control.

e Remove weak, diseased, or damaged canes from raspberry plants before new growth begins. Remove old fruiting
canes (if not removed last year), and shorten remaining canes if necessary.

* Prune grape vines to remove dead or weakened limbs, and repair support trellises as needed.

Lawns, Tree Fruits, Landscape Plants, and Woody Ornamentals

e Seed bare spots.

o Apply pre-emergence herbicides to control crabgrass (April 1-20 Southern Indiana). The herbicide siduron is the only
crabgrass preventer that can be used on newly lawns.

¢ Bare-root stock should be planted before new top growth begins. Balled-and-burlapped and container stock can be
planted later in spring.

s Remove and destroy overwintering bagworms from landscape trees and shrubs.

e Follow home orchard spray schedule to control insects and diseases. While trees are in bloom, use a pesticide
containing fungicide only and no insecticide and thereby avoid injury to bees. Read and follow all label directions

Indoor Plants and Activities

Pot-up roots of tuberous begonias and caladiums in April for transplanting to the garden later.
e Prune, repot, and clean houseplants as needed.
Start seeds of warm-season crops for transplanting later to the garden (late March for Southern Indiana).

Access to_Animal Medications: Plan Ahead for Coming Changes

Changes are coming to the way certain antibiotics will be available to animal owners by
June 1, 2023. The U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) has been taking steps to
improve the judicious use of antibiotics in humans and animals. For animal owners, the next
step is outlined in Guidance for Industry (GFI) #263. This document requires drug
companies to change the labels on over-the-counter medically important antibiotics (MIA)
to prescription status. The FDA has been working toward the goal of having all medically
important antibiotics for animals fall under the oversight of veterinarians. In 2017, FDA
required MIAs in feed to have a veterinary feed directive (VFD) and all antibiotics
administered via water have prescription labels.

Not all drugs, and not even all antibiotics, will be affected by this rule change - only MiAs.
Medically important antibiotics are those classes of antibiotics that are important for
treating human disease. However, the most common over-the-counter antibiotics such as
penicillin, tetracyclines, and sulfas fall in the medically important category and will no
longer be available without a prescription. GFl #263 affects MIAs for livestock, equine, and
small animals.

De-wormers, some coccidiostats, and some less common and non-MIA antibiotics will not
have a label change.

Antibiotics you have on-hand after they are no longer available to buy without a
prescription may be used legally. However, stocking up on these products is not
recommended as they may expire before they can be used. The

best idea is to work with your veterinarian and have a plan in place for when animals may
need antibiotics. If you don’t currently have a regular veterinarian, now is a good time to
reach out to one before an emergency occurs. Veterinarians are not obligated to write
prescriptions or see animals, particularly after hours, if they are not regular clients. A valid
veterinary client patient relationship (VCPR) is required for veterinarians to write
prescriptions. To establish a valid VCPR, be prepared to have an annual visit from the
veterinarian in order to have access to emergency visits and prescriptions. This federal
rule change does not mean a veterinarian needs to see every animal every time it is sick.
However, how you and your veterinarian will handle sick animals, prescriptions, and
emergency situations is a conversation that should be completed in
advance.
