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VOLUNTEER ROLE DESCRIPTION

Indiana 4-H Youth Development Program, Purdue Cooperative Extension Service

ROLE TITLE: Teens as Teachers Adult Mentor
TIME REQUIRED / DURATION OF APPOINTMENT:

· The initial training for the Teens as Teachers team will be a Friday evening through Sunday morning.
· Additional time requirements will vary by team, but will include time to help the teen teachers plan and schedule presentations in the county.
· Each teen teacher is asked to annually teach between 6 and 10 hours, although most teach significantly more.
· It is anticipated that each one hour of presentation will require 2-3 hours of preparation time.
· Presentations can occur throughout the year.
· Appointment to this role is for one year, renewable at the discretion of the County 4-H Youth Development Extension Educator.
LOCATION: Identify the location(s) where volunteering will occur. Include training sites, meeting locations, work out of home, office, or as arranged, etc.
PURPOSE:

· The Teens as Teachers Adult Mentor works with at least one county Teens as Teachers team to help those teens fulfill their Teens as Teachers responsibilities. The Adult Mentor encourages the teens to identify locations where they can teach, work with contacts at these various locations to schedule presentations, then work together to develop presentations that meet the needs identified by each audience. Adult Mentors serve in an advisory capacity to the teen teaching team, offering encouragement when needed, answering questions, and occasionally providing some motivation to keep moving toward their goals. Each teen teacher is asked to teach 6-10 hours in their communities throughout the year. The majority of teen teachers average 30-40 hours of teaching annually.

· The Teens as Teachers Adult Mentor will know they have been successful when their teen teachers are consistently fulfilling their responsibilities with minimal input from the mentor.

RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Provide support to the county Teens as Teachers Team.

· Attend the Teens as Teachers Conference, actively participating in the experience with the county teen teachers.

· Assist with identification of locations where the team can present.

· Offer encouragement and constructive feedback to the teens during the planning process.

· Allow the teens to work independently, while providing advice/guidance as needed.

· Remind the teens to keep in close communication with the County 4-H Extension Educator regarding their accomplishments. 

· Remind the teens to complete a reflection form after each presentation, and to report their presentations to the 4-H Extension Educator and State 4-H Office as requested.

QUALIFICATIONS:

· Successfully complete the Purdue 4-H volunteer application and screening process to be approved as an Adult 4-H Volunteer
· Interest and/or experience in the Teens as Teachers topic

· Ability to work alongside youth, while allowing them freedom to complete their tasks

· Desire to work with youth and see them succeed

· Effective communication and interpersonal skills

· Organizational skills

· Flexibility

· Basic computer skills
