
Public Speaking Summary---All Grades
□	NEVER READ YOUR PRESENTATION FROM YOUR SLIDES OR NOTE CARDS!
□	Speak loud enough so that everyone can hear you!
□	Don’t use many quotes, use your own words instead!
□	Know your topic/do your own research!
□	Show enthusiasm for your topic!
□	Make eye contact with the audience! Don't talk to the floor or the ceiling. Let them see your face, not the back of your head.
□	Check the scorecard for your grade level and make sure that your presentation has included information for all scoring areas.
□	Notes work best on note cards or index cards. Number the cards and connect them together with a ring.
□	Practice your presentation and adjust your time as needed.
□	Point to your slides with your hand or a pointer.
□	Practice projecting your slides in your classroom, days before your presentation.
□	Remember, everyone wants to see you succeed!
