We have received your registration to attend the 2025 4-H Academy @ Purdue June 11-13 and trust that you will find
the three days on the Purdue campus informative, rewarding and fun! Please read this letter and the accompanying
materials carefully, as they will assist you in making plans for the event. Please verify that your health form is
completed and up to date in 4-H Online.

Lodging — You will be staying at McCutcheon Residence Hall, 400 McCutcheon Dr. West Lafayette, IN 47906. You
are to report to McCutcheon Hall when you arrive in West Lafayette on Wednesday, June 11 between 9:00-11:00 AM
(EST). You will check out after your workshop ends Friday morning before noon, unless your Area Extension
chaperone tells you differently. The residence hall provides you an air-conditioned 2-person room, twin bed, towel,
sheets and pillow. You will need to bring bath soap and other toiletries since they are not provided. A lost room key is
$100.

Meals — Meal cards will be provided for Wednesday lunch and dinner, Thursday breakfast and Friday breakfast in Ford
Dining Court. A lost meal card is $50.00. A box lunch will be provided on Thursday. Thursday dinner will be with
your workshop group. All attendees will need dinner money for Thursday night (~$20). Bring cash if you want to
purchase snacks. There are fast-food restaurants and vending machines located around campus.

Clothing/Belongings/Medications — Appropriate length shorts, jeans, t-shirts (no vulgarity or profanity) and
comfortable shoes are highly recommended. Closed-toed shoes ARE REQUIRED during educational sessions
Wednesday afternoon, Thursday all-day and Friday moring. Casual shoes (flip flops) may be worn during down times.
Note: business casual attire is required for the evening event on Wednesday, June 11! You will be walking between
buildings, regardless of the weather. Check the weather report before coming and bring a jacket, raincoat and/or
umbrella if the forecast warrants. Any required medication should be listed on your health form and turned in to the
nurse on duty for 4-H Academy. Please bring a reusable water bottle so you can stay hydrated!

Schedule — A tentative general schedule is enclosed to give you an idea of activities. Please ask your Extension Educator
(or parent) to contact Angie Frost ASAP if you have special dietary/rooming needs. You are required to attend all
sessions. The first orientation session will be in Lilly Hall of Sciences (LILY) 1105 at 12:30 pm on Wednesday,

June 11. We will meet on the lawn of McCutcheon Hall by 12:15pm and walk to Lilly Hall as a group.
