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Once you purchase an animal in the auction, you have the following options: 
Option #1: Sell your purchase to a livestock packer 

Buyer does not have to handle or be responsible for the animal when it is sold to the packer.   
Buyer only pays the difference between the auction price and the market value.  
This is not an option for the Swine, Poultry or Rabbit projects. 

Option #2: Keep 
Buyers may keep the animal.   
Buyer pays the full bid price, which includes the market value.   
This is not an option for Swine, Poultry or Rabbit projects.   

Option #3: Donate Beef or Starter Calf to a local charity.   
The buyer pays the full bid price, which includes the market value. 

Buyers must make prior arrangements with local processing facility to confirm a 
processing spot would be available for “Donated” animals.

If you cannot attend the 2024 4-H Livestock Auction but would like to support our young people by 
donating to the Buyer Support Group of doing a specific “add on” donation for a 4-H’er, please utilize 
the enclosed Buyer Support Form and return to the Purdue Extension – Adams County prior to the 
auction.
