Gift Wrapping

DESCRIPTION:  Allows youth to learn life skills and develop project knowledge while expressing creativity in various mediums.

REQUIREMENT:  4-H Craft Information Card, 4-H 618A

EXHIBIT GUIDELINES:  
All arts and crafts exhibits must include a 4-H Craft Information Card, 4-H 618A. This information card describes work completed so the judge can more accurately evaluate the exhibit. Craft information cards are for judging purposes only and will not be returned to the exhibitor.

BEGINNER (Grades 3 – 5)
Wrap three (3) packages during the year, not including the exhibit package. Practice making neat seams and folding the edges of the paper under to create a straight, nicely creased edge. Learn to make simple, self-made bows with or without loops.  Be creative and imaginative by incorporating fancy ideas like flowers, bells, animals, leftover cards, etc. Bow makers may NOT be used.

Exhibit:
1. Wrap one of the following to exhibit:
a. One (1) shirt box (approximately 14 ½" long x 9" wide x 2 ¼" deep).  
b. One (1) square package, not to exceed 18” in any direction.
c. One (1) rectangle package, not to exceed 18” in any direction.
2. Boxes should not have an article inside but may contain tissue paper or other filling to add stability to the box.
3. Add a simple self-made bow or ribbon to the package.
4. Judging will be based on neatness, originality, creativity, and appropriateness of the materials chosen.
5. A small card should be attached underneath the package but not covering the seam with the following information:  occasion, age of the person receiving the gift, and whether the gift is for a male or female.





INTERMEDIATE (Grades 6 – 8)
Wrap four (4) packages during the year, not including the exhibit package.  Remember, skill comes with practice.  You may design and use your paper on at least two of these packages. Suggestions and ideas are found in the manual section of the paper. Make your bows and trimmings. Some tips to use in place of ribbon and bows are yarn, strips of fabric, pine cones, small articles, felt, burlap flowers, fabric flowers, etc. Bow makers may NOT be used. Practice lining the insides of boxes neatly with tissue paper.

Exhibit:
1. Wrap one (1) of the following to exhibit:
a. One (1) large, deep box (no rim) approximately 9" x 9" x 9" or similar size. 
b. One (1) small, jewelry-type box (approximately 4" long x 4" wide x ½" deep or 6" long x 2" wide x ½" deep).
c. One (1) package with top and bottom wrapped separately. The lid must be removable to judge what is inside the box. The box must have tissue paper inside.
2. Boxes should not have an article inside but may contain tissue paper or other filling to add stability to the box.
3. Attach a self-made bow with or without loops to the package. 
4. Attach a small card underneath the package but not covering the seam with the following information:  occasion, contents of the box, age of the person receiving the gift, and whether the gift is for a male or female. 
5. Judging will be based on neatness, originality, creativity, and appropriateness of the materials chosen.


ADVANCED (Grades 9 – 12)
Wrap five (5) packages during the year, not including the exhibit package. May design and use your paper on at least three of these packages.  Suggestions and ideas about the paper are in your manual's section. Make your bows and trimmings. Some tips to use in place of ribbon and bows are yarn, strips of fabric, pine cones, small articles, felt, burlap flowers, fabric flowers, etc. By now, you should have gained skill and knowledge enough to create a "work of art." Bow makers may NOT be used.

Exhibit:
1. Wrap one (1) of the following to exhibit:
a. One (1) package of any shape, not to exceed 30” in any direction, with non-commercial paper and with or without a bow. 
b. One (1) cylinder-shaped package, not to exceed 30” in any direction. The ends must be covered.  The Craft Card should include instructions on how to open the package.
c. A series of three (3) boxes, individually wrapped and in a tier. 
d. One (1) package, any shape, not to exceed 30” in any direction, using any of the techniques and skills learned in all previous years of the Gift Wrapping project.
2. Boxes should not have an article inside but may contain tissue paper or other filling to add stability to the box.
3. All bows must be self-made or with or without loops.
4. Attach a small card underneath the package but not covering the seam with the following information:  occasion, contents of the box, age of the person receiving the gift, and whether the gift is for a male or female. 
5. Judging will be based on neatness, originality, creativity, and appropriateness of the materials chosen.
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
