Exhibit Requirements

Your project will be entered a the 4-H Fair and placed in a special Mini 4-H section.
Bring your exhibit to pre-fair judging the week prior to the 4-H Fair (consult the 4-H
Fairbook schedule for exact date(s), location, and time(s) of check-in).

Your project will be on display in the 4-H Building beginning on Saturday of the 4-H Fair.
There may be suggestions on your exhibit but there will be no formal judging.

Special Mini 4-H ribbons will be given at project check-out.

What to Exhibit

Bake and exhibit 3 decorated cupcakes, on a stiff paper plate.

Cover your plate with plastic wrap. Include name label covered with clear plastic.

Use one of the following techniques to decorate the cupcakes: nuts, sprinkles, dried
fruit, coconut, candy, drop flowers, writing, rosettes, etc. You may use a writing tip or a
star tip.
