Brushing your show animal regularly makes the hair soft and shiny for show time. It removes _______, loose hair and stimulates 
shiny, ______  hair to grow. All dairy and meat goats should be clipped approximately ___ to 14 days before the show. You want to 
show off the clean __________ of your animal and this gives enough time for clipper marks not to show up on the hair coat. Be 
careful in sunny weather, as some goats are more _______________ to sunburn after they are clipped.
