Attire: Dress of contestant’s choice based on the following: appropriateness for 9-11-year
old’s including but not limited to sun dress, formal dress, khaki pants, suit and tie etc.
Parents and chaperones are not allowed on stage.

Past county winners of the Duchess Pageant are ineligible.
