Impact

In 2020, issuance and redemption of checks was difficult due to COVID.
This is the cause for the decrease in total funds redeemed this year. It is
important to note that Lifespan and Blue River Services both provide
these checks in multiple counties. These are the redemption statistics for
checks distributed in a four-county area. We have already seen poverty
levels increase in our area from 2019-2020, and we will expect to see even
greater increases in poverty and food insecurity when 2020 data is
available, due to COVID (source: FeedingAmerica.org). We will seek out
new and different opportunities to increase participation in these
programs in the 2021 market season.
