In previous years, livestock members were required
to participate in a Youth for the Quality Care of
Animals (YQCA) training - with the exceptions of
Horse & Pony, Llama/Alpaca, Cat, Dog, and Little
Critters. This year, a livestock quality assurance
program is still required for certain species, but there
are two options now.

Option 1: In person training of the NEW Indiana 4-H
Quality Livestock Care Program. Cost is $3. We have
several trainings set for Hendricks County and will
share surrounding County options as well. 

Option 2: Online training through YQCA. Cost is $12.
Or there is a test out option for an additional fee. Link
