e All exhibits must be entered into FairEntry
for the county of exhibition. This serves as
the “drop/add” deadline for 4-H projects.

e Livestock projects must identify classes of
exhibition. Those missing this deadline may
exhibit and will have opportunities to receive
feedback from the judge, but will not be
placed. Youth may still participate fully in
showmanship classes.

o Non-livestock projects must identify classes
of exhibition. Those missing the deadline may
compete and the highest placing is “blue.”
