Animal ID

All animals will need to be identified before showing. Beef, sheep, swine, goats, and rabbits
have an ID day where they get tagged. Tag prices vary per species. Beef tags are $6, hog tags
S4 and sheep & goat tags are $2. Rabbits are tattooed on their ID day and Poultry are NPIP
tested on a specific date. Watch Newsletter for updates! Rabbits can be tattooed on their ID
day or meat pens can be tattooed on barn clean up night and birds are NPIP tested. The NPIP
test is S2.

The total number of animals allowed at the county fair per species and 4-H’er may be limited
based on barn space availability. Please check handbook for these limits.

We follow Indiana Board of Animal Health guidelines, so additional requirements may become
necessary and/or mandatory; the Extension Office will do its best to communicate
requirements in a timely manner. Ultimately, it is the 4-H’er’s responsibility to know the
requirements and deadlines.

Animal ID in 4Honline

Large Animals (Beef, Sheep, Swine & Goat)— You must log onto 4Honline and enter your ID
information (tag #) for each animal prior to May 15 or you will not be eligible to show.

Premise ID Numbers are required by the Board of Animal Health (BOAH) for large animals.

You can obtain your free Premise ID number by calling the Indiana Board of Animal Health at
317-544-2397. Please note it could take up to two weeks to obtain this Premise ID so get this
number before you entire ID information into 4-H online since you need it!!l. More

Small Animals (Birds and Rabbits) All small animal ID is due into Fairentry by June 1%, Rabbits
will be identified with a tattoo in their ear and poultry will be tested. Watch Newsletters for
updates on when ID days will happen.
