After the training classes, you will take an exam. If
you score 70 percent or higher, you will become a
Master Gardener Intern.

To be certified a Master Gardener, you must also
volunteer for at least 35 hours within two years

of completing training. To remain active, Purdue
Master Gardeners must continue to volunteer at
least 12 hours a year and earn six hours of approved
training each year.
